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BASIC REQUISITES OF THE PATH

THE goal of yoga is always hard to reach, but this one is more difficult than any
other, and it is only for those who have the call, the capacity, the willingness to face
everything and every risk, even the risk of failure, and the will to progress towards an
entire selflessness, desirelessness and surrender.

*
This yoga implies not only the realisation of God, but an entire consecration and

change of the inner and outer life till it is fit to manifest a divine consciousness and
become part of a divine work. This means an inner discipline far more exacting and
difficult than mere ethical and physical austerities. One must not enter on this path, far
vaster and more arduous than most ways of yoga, unless one is sure of the psychic call
and of one’s readiness to go through to the end.

*
By readiness, I did not mean capacity but willingness. If there is the will within to face

all difficulties and go through, no matter how long it takes, then the path can be taken.
*

A mere restless dissatisfaction with the ordinary life is not a sufficient preparation
for this yoga. A positive inner call, a strong will and a great steadiness are necessary
for success in the spiritual life.

*
Mental theories are of no fundamental importance, for the mind forms or accepts

the theories that support the tum of the being. What is important is that turn and the
call within you.

The knowledge that there is a Supreme Existence, Consciousness and Bliss which
is not merely a negative Nirvana or a static and featureless Absolute, but dynamic, the
perception that this Divine Consciousness can be realised not only beyond but here,
and the consequent acceptance of a divine life as the aim of yoga, do not belong to the
mind. It is not a question of mental theory – even though mentally this outlook can be
as well supported as any other, if not better, – but of experience and, before the experi-
ence comes, of the soul’s faith bringing with it the mind’s and the life’s adhesion. One
who is in contact with the higher Light and has the experience can follow this way,
however difficult it may be for the lower members to follow; one who is touched by it,
without having the experience, but having the call, the conviction, the compulsion of
the soul’s adherence, can also follow it.

*
An idealistic notion or religious belief or emotion is something quite different

from getting spiritual light. An idealistic notion might turn you towards getting spiri-
tual light, but it is not the light itself. It is true however that “the spirit bloweth where it
listeth” and that we can get an emotional impulse or touch or mental realisation of
spiritual things from almost any circumstance, as Bilwamangal got it from the words
of his courtesan mistress. Obviously, it happens because something is ready some-
where, – if you like, the psychic being waiting for its chance and taking some opportu-
nity in mind, vital or heart to knock open a window somewhere.

*
Mere idealism can only have an effect if one has a strong will in the mind capable

of forcing the vital to follow.
*

The push to drown oneself in the Divine is very rare. It is usually a mental idea, a
vital urge or some quite inadequate reason that starts the thing – or else no reason at
all. The only reality is the occult psychic push behind of which the surface conscious-
ness is not aware or else hardly aware.

Activities during January 16 – February 15, 2023

VISIT BY COLLEGE STUDENTS, 18 JANUARY 2023
A group of 50 students from Shaheed Sukhdev College of Business Studies,

accompanied by their teacher, Dr. Sonika
Thakral, visited the Ashram on the after-
noon of 18 January 2023. They were
given a conducted tour of the Ashram
including Sri Smriti. The group had an
illustrated interactive session on the life-
affirming philosophy of Sri Aurobindo
and The Mother and the role it can play
in making the living happier, healthier
and meaningful; and had a lecture-dem-
onstration on the physical practices of yoga. The visit concluded with tea in the
Ashram Dining Hall.

ANIL JI’S BIRTHDAY, 20 JANUARY 2023
The ninety-third Birthday of late Shri Anil Kumar Jauhar, erstwhile Chair-

person of Delhi Ashram and Sri AurobindoEducation Society, was observed

with memorial inter-school matches (foot-
ball for the boys; basket ball for the girls)
organised by The Mother’s International
School. In the Meditation Hall during the
evening meditation, Shri Neelranjan
Mukherjee gave a guitar recital, and Tara

Didi read several passages from relevant sources.

VISIT BY MANZIL EDUCATORS TO MIRAMBIKA

A group of 18 educators from Manzil (NGO working with the underprivi-
leged in NCR) visited the Mirambika Free Progress
School on the 23rd of January 2023, to observe func-
tioning of the school in session. The principal of
Mirambika welcomed the group and briefly introduced
the school’s history, ethos and schedule. The visitors
observed Nursery to Humility (7th Grade) from 9.30 to
10.30am. Thereafter, Dr. Ramesh Bijlani conducted a

session on “Introduction to Integral Edu-
cation”. Post lunch, after having a meet-
ing with the principal and a volunteer,
the eager educators returned to an inter-
active Q&A session with children of
Humility (7th grade) and Equality (6th

grade). Visitors also learned about
Ashram activities and were encouraged
to work with our institutions in suitably
relevant areas including Vocational Training and Integral Education.

VISIT BY STUDENTS FROM AN NGO, 24 JANUARY 2023
Six students, age around fifteen, from underprivileged sections of the society

and presently under the care of Shubhakshika Education Society, visited the
Ashram, accompanied by the NGO’s  Founder Ms. Usha Bhatnaga and  volun-
teer Dr. Sonika Thakral. Primary objective of the visit was to familiarise them
with the Vocational Training program of the
Ashram as a viable option in the near fu-
ture.  In the forenoon, they were taken on a
conducted tour of the Ashram, given an in-
troduction to the Vocational Training pro-
gram, and were provided with an onsite visit
of the various departments where the cur-
rent batch of  VT’s were under training. In
the afternoon, an interactive session about the program was held which provided
answers to multiple queries posed by the students. The session was interspersed
with narration of educational stories and group songs. One of the boys got so
enthused by the program details that he sought for special consideration so that
he could join the program before reaching the age of eighteen stipulated by the
Ashram.

WORKSHOP ON SPORTS, YOGA AND PHYSICAL FITNESS, 25-31 JAN 2023
Sri Aurobindo Ashram – Delhi Branch conducted this 7-day workshop for

teachers of 20 rural schools from underprivileged regions of the country. Of the
42 participants, 2 were from Jharkhand, 2 from Chhatisgarh, 23 from West Ben-
gal, 11 from Odisha and 4 from Uttarakhand. Ms. Tara Jauhar, Chairperson of
Sri Aurobindo Ashram-Delhi Branch inaugurated the workshop by lighting a
lamp at the lotus feet of the Mother and Sri Aurobindo. Emphasis of the work-
shop was on developing discipline, punctuality and responsibility through vari-
ous activities. Discussions on aspects of Integral Education, First-Aid, Healthy
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Diet and Emotional Healing widened their mental horizon and deepened under-
standing of the practical aspects of life. Storytelling sessions invoked values of
sympathy, generosity and good-
will. Sessions on theatre in edu-
cation helped participants to
shed their hesitations, fear and
low confidence. Yoga and heal-
ing sessions helped them ex-
press their emotions freely and encouraged them to
overcome tension and anxiety. Reflections and
meditations helped the group to calm down and
develop awareness of the body.  All teachers par-
ticipated enthusiastically in shramdaan. Much time
was devoted to the practice of physical demonstra-
tion of which aerobics, pyramids, creative Yoga and
army training drills formed an integral part.
Sightseeing of tourist spots viz. Qutub Minar, Lo-
tus Temple, India Gate, Lal Quila and Akshar Dham,
was also a part of the workshop. The workshop con-
cluded with physical demonstration and distribu-
tion of sports kit and certificate to each participat-
ing teacher.

REPUBLIC DAY AND KARUNA DIDI’S PUNYATITHI, 26 JANUARY 2023
On Republic Day, 26 january, which also happens to be Karuna Didi’s

Punyatithi, who left her body on this day in
2017, the Ashram community saw the Repub-
lic Day parade on the TV in the morning. In
the evening, there was a musical offering by
Shri Kshitij Mathur, who was accompanied

by Shri Chetan Nigam on the
harmonium, and Shri Shambhunath
Chatterjee on the Tabla. There was
also a reading of Sri Aurobindo’s commentary on the Isha Upanishad by Tara
Didi, with special emphasis on ‘tenatyaktenabhunjithaa’ (Renounce and enjoy),
the ancient Indian ideal, exemplified by King Janaka.

ASHRAM FOUNDATION DAY, 12 FEBRUARY 2023
On the sixty-seventh Foundation Day of Sri Aurobindo Ashram-Delhi Branch,

the day began with an invocation for divine Presence by Srila Basu in the Medi-
tation Hall. Later during Sunday Satsang, Dr. Aparna Roy gave a talk titled
‘AlaukikSansthapak (Founder Celestial)’ Citing the specific example of Shri
Surendra Nath Jauhar, popularly called Chacha-ji, the speaker deduced from
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stories and anecdotes how the Mother created
Sri Aurobindo Ashram –Delhi Branch, and how
She subtly dealt with the problems and diffi-
culties especially of the hostile forces from
the vital plane. The talk was accompanied by
a musical offering by Dr.Mithu Pal during
which she sang a song on the Mother’s Signa-
ture for which the lyrics had been written by
Dr. Alok Pandey; also an
ode to Chachaji, which
Dr. Pal was inspired to
create one day while
spending time at
Chacha-ji’s Samadhi;
and lastly Chacha-ji’s
favourite, ‘maganrahna’
(remain totally absorbed,
oblivious of what is go-

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THE MARVELLOUSLY INSPIRING LIFE OF SRI AUROBINDO
[Excerpted from published material]

THE BRITISH IMPACT (2)

...[Though] the British economic impact on India was nothing short of disas-
trous. ..[it turned out that] the ultimate effect was to strengthen the unity of
India... The outstanding feature of the rural scene in India ever since earliest
recorded history had been village self-sufficiency...Despite the immense human
suffering involved, it is clear that the system of atomized village communities
was outmoded and had to go if India was to become a modern, unified State. By
breaking down this self-sufficiency and for the first time creating what might be
called a national economy, the British made an important contribution towards
laying the foundations for the growth of true national consciousness in India... In
order to facilitate the export from India of raw material to Britain, as well as the
distribution in India of British goods, a vast communications system was set up
including both roads and railways...[This] opening up of the interior and the
linking up of various parts of the country... had a similar effect. Thus out of evil
good arose, and the very destruction and exploitation of the Indian economy by
the British helped ultimately in bringing about the birth of modern Indian nation-
alism...

Another equally important, and perhaps even more pervasive, aspect was the
intellectual impact. The main vehicle through which this developed was the
introduction of the English language into Indian education.

It has been rightly remarked that ‘no single act of British policy has had a
more lasting influence on the evolution of modern Indian thought than the deci-
sion in 1835 to use Governmental funds to support education in the English
language and to adopt the curriculum prevalent in English schools. ‘This had a
profound effect upon the future development of Indian politics and in fact on
almost all facets of Indian life, as it greatly accelerated the diffusion among the
Indian intelligentsia of Western ideas and modes of thought. Falling as it did
upon the fertile and profound Indian mind, it acted as a catalytic agent that
caused an immense upsurge of creative thought and activity.’

In her periods of greatest glory India was always receptive to fresh ideas and
impulses... Such creative periods, however, were often followed by a reaction,
a narrowing down of the great universal vision, an obscurantist and puerile
phase. Thus at one time we find Indian monks and missionaries, traders and
princes, going on missions of peace across the oceans carrying with them to all
the lands of Asia the great culture and civilization of India; while at another we
find the spirit so narrowed that a trip abroad was believed to make the traveller
impure and necessitated elaborate purifactory rites on his return before he could
be accepted back into society! At the time of the British impact India was in one
of the latter phases. The true glory of Hinduism–with its sublime philosophical
doctrines–was sicklied over with narrow caste and social restrictions, absurd
superstitions and taboos. What was needed was a gust of fresh air from outside
which would clear away the cobwebs and reveal the handsome structure be-
neath. The advent of English education fulfilled this important task. Although
doubtless geared mainly towards producing a class of ‘babus’ who would act as
intermediaries between the British and their Indian subjects, it at the same time
brought to the best Indian minds new ideas and concepts, a new intellectual
awakening that sparked off the great Indian revival.

It is also important to stress here that English education by no means caused
Indians to forego their ancient cultural heritage. Although... some people did
react in annihilistic sort of fashion, by and large it led to a better appreciation by
Indians of their past glories and attainments. The great Orientalists, such as Sir
William Jones who, along with Colebrooke, established the Bengal Asiatic So-
ciety in 1783 and whose translation of Kalidasa’s classic Shakuntala was a
landmark in the rise of European interest in Indian culture, have earned from all
Indians a lasting debt of gratitude for their pioneering work in the field of re-
discovering India’s great intellectual heritage. As one historian aptly puts it :

‘...Orientalists’ ... high evaluation of India’s classical heritage helped eventually to foster in English
educated Indians a pride in their own past which was of cardinal importance in the nineteenth century
renaissance of Hinduism and the rise of Hindu nationalism.’
...The work of such men as James Princep, who in 1834 discovered the clue

to the Ashokan inscriptions; Alexander Cunningham and Fergusson who did
pioneering work in the study of Indian architecture and archaeology; Dr. Hultz
who, as epigraphist to the Government of India, rendered valuable service in the
deciphering of ancient Indian scripts; and later men like Monier Williams and
the great German savant Max Muller–all combined to bring to light the long and
distinguished history of India and her great achievements in numerous realms of
human activity. This along with a knowledge of the English language, caused an
immense intellectual ferment in India, and led to a rebirth among Indian intellec-
tuals of pride in their national heritage... this was an extremely important ele-
ment in the growth of Indian nationalism that began at the end of the nineteenth
century and swept lo a triumphant conclusion before the middle of the twentieth.

Finally, the introduction of English education created a new educated elite
cutting across caste and provincial barriers. This new English-educated class,
imbued with Western ideas of democracy and freedom, provided one of the most
important unifying elements in the Indian body politic and, to an amazing extent,
supplied the leadership in the nationalist movement that swept the country. Thus,
as one Western commentator puts it :

‘... the English education which provided so many willing collaborators for the British in India eventu-
ally proved the undoing of their empire’
It should also be noted that, as [historian] Panikkar remarks, English was “in

fact the language of Hindu reformation and without it... any movement would
have been regional and the unity of India would have been further broken up.”
It is significant that some of the greatest figures in the Hindu reformation, such
as Vivekananda, Sri Aurobindo, Gandhiji and Radhakrishnan, wrote largely–if
not exclusively–in English.

Thus, by and large, the British impact in India was highly conducive to the
growth of Indian unity and the subsequent birth of modern Indian nationalism.
There is no doubt that the loss by any country of its freedom is always a disaster,
nor can one deny the fact of cruel economic exploitation by the conquerors. But
the political, administrative, economic and intellectual unification of India that
flowed from the British impact were an essential pre-requisite to the rise of
Indian nationalism.
